1 RULES 
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005-2008  

 
2 ELIGABILITY AND ENTRY 
2.1 This series is open to all current members of PHRF and One Design classes. 
2.2 Each entry must be sailed by a team consisting of one man and one woman. 
2.3 If an entry has a valid start on all days sailed, an alternate may replace one member of the team.  
2.4 One of the “co-skippers” must be a member of a yacht club or sailing association belonging to SCYA or US 

Sailing. 
2.5 Eligible boats may enter each individual race day by completing the host yacht clubʼs individual entry form. 
 
3 NOTICE OF RACE 

Each host yacht club will provide itʼs own Notice of Race.  
 
4    SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

            Each host yacht club will provide it’s own Sailing instructions. 
 
5 SCHEDULE OF RACES

6 THE COURSES

7 SCORING 
7.1 No race score will be excluded. This changes RRS A2. 
7.2 Scoring will be based on PHRF Area B ratings. 
7.3 A non-spin entry will have the PHRF non-spin offset, as listed in the PHRF roster, added to its handicap. 
7.4 Each team accumulates points. A team can change the boat they sail during the Series (within the                                  

same class), without affecting their accumulation of points for overall series scoring. 
7.5 Each team must have a valid start in three races, to be series eligible. 
 
8 HOSPITALITY 

See each host yacht club’s individual NOR.   
 
9 PRIZES 
9.1 Take home trophies will be awarded following each day’s races.
